It's time to pay
attention to those overnight temperature swings and adjust those heaters accordingly. Consider
replacing fans or even adding a fan if you don’t currently have one. | have found that setting

a fan up on a timer is sometimes necessary to minimize those temperature swings. That being
said, watch out for those evaporation rates once you start cranking up fans. Remember that er-
ratic temperature swings can contribute to unhealthy livestock and negatively affect your suc-
cess in this hobby.
